During the American Civil War, 1861-1865, the Confederate
States of America or Southern States were blockaded by the North
in an attempt to cut their suppiy lines and prevent them from
trading with England, Europe and the Caribbean.

Many of the blockade runners, were based in Bermuda, the
Bahama Islands or Havana. The men who participated in this
effort were not only Southerners, but also British, Spanish and
French. While many of the records of the blockade runners at'e
gr:attered in many archives and some are classified under the name
of the ship captain, the persistent research should check the
fcrl lowing repositories, preferably in person:
